The earliest ancestor found for Frederick Joseph Jordon Campbell was John Campbell, born circa 1795 in Scotland and died in the last quarter of 1867 in St. Pancras, Middlesex, England.  John Campbell was Frederick J. J. Campbell’s grandfather.
John Campbell (1795) was the only John Campbell who had a son named John born in 1833 in Middlesex in the 1841 and 1851 English Census records.  This was the birth year and birth place of Frederick’s father, John Philip Campbell.

John (1795) Campbell’s occupation is listed as a gardener/domestic servant.  He was married to Sophia Campbell, whose maiden name is unknown, born circa 1805 in Deptford, Kent, England.  Their date of marriage is also unknown, but assumed to be circa 1824 due to the birth date of their first child circa 1825.  In both of these Census reports the Campbell family is living in Highgate, Middlesex, England.

There are seven children listed in the household in the 1841 Census of England: Sophia Elizabeth (ca. 1825), Eliza (ca. 1829), John (ca. 1833), James (ca. 1835), Caroline (ca. 1837), Harriet (ca. 1838), James (ca. 1840).

In the 1851 Census there are six children listed in the household.  The two oldest daughters, Sophia and Eliza, may have departed to marry or become domestic servants like their parents.  Likewise, the first son, James, is no longer a part of the household.  The two James may have been a census taker error.  There are two additional sons added to the family.  The children listed are as follows: John Campbell (ca. 1833), Caroline (ca. 1837), Harriet (ca. 1838), James (ca. 1840), Alfred (ca. 1844), Alexander (ca. 1849).
In the 1861 Census there are three children remaining in the household with John and Sophia:
James Campbell, who is 19 years of age and a bootmaker/shoemaker,
Alfred Campbell, who is 17 years of age and a gardener/domestic servant like his father,
Alexander Campbell, who is 12 years of age and is listed as a scholar.
John Campbell (1795) died in 1867 and the 1871 Census is the next record we find on Sophia, John’s wife and Frederick’s grandmother.   Her daughter, Sophia Elizabeth, has rejoined her mother in a household at 111 York Place, St Pancras, Highgate, Middlesex, England.

Records indicate that Sophia died in the second quarter of 1872 in St Pancras and her daughter Sophia Elizabeth died in Edmonton, Middlesex, England.  No further records have been found on Harriett or her sister Caroline.  
John Philip Campbell, Frederick Campbell’s father, was born circa 1833 in Great Amwell, Wiltshire, England.  Birth and death records in England were not recorded prior to 1835.  That information may have been recorded in parish church records or in Family Bibles.  
He married Mary Ann Rose Philp Kemp around 1855 based on the birth date of the first child in 1856.  Mary Ann had been married previously.  She was born circa 1824 in London, Middlesex, England.  This marriage produced the half brothers and sister who would be a big influence in Frederick’s life in the United States and Texas.

Mary Ann Rose Campbell died circa 1867.  John must have been able to manage his work as a traveling mail sorter and the household for a time, possibly with the help of his mother, Sophia, and his oldest daughter, Eliza.
He married Jane Doyle on December 15, 1868 in St. Peter Dale End, Birmingham, England.  Jane Doyle was born circa 1836 in Dublin, Ireland.  
Frederick Joseph Jordon Campbell was born October 22, 1869 at Little Church Street, Rugby, Warwickshire, England and was the only child of this marriage.  

Frederick’s mother died on March 21, 1870.  John Campbell was unable to care for the family and the baby, Frederick.  His job as a traveling mail sorter on the railway most likely required him to be away from the household.  Frederick’s father sent the older children to a boarding school in the household of James Hopewell in Rugby.  Family oral history states that this was a private orphanage.  Frederick was sent to live with his grandmother.    
The first record of Frederick after his birth is found in the 1871 Census of England.  Frederick is one year of age and living with his maternal grandmother Anna Maria Doyle as borders in the household of Hannah Sarah Charlton on Little Street.  Anna Maria Doyle is listed as 63 years of age, a widow and was born in Ireland. 
In the same 1871 Census Frederick’s father, John Philip Campbell, was living with his oldest daughter Eliza at the residence on High Street.  Eliza Julia Campbell is 15 years old and would later play a major role in Frederick’s life.  Eliza lived with her father until his death on March 2, 1875.  She then immigrated to Canada.
In the 1881 English Census Frederick is still living with his grandmother.  They are boarders in the household of John Eyden on Charlotte Street in Rugby.  His grandmother’s birth place is given as Dublin, Ireland.  Frederick is listed as being a scholar. Students are called scholars in England. 

At some point between the 1881 Census and 1886, Frederick’s grandmother died and at the age of 17 he immigrated to Canada to join Eliza.  He stayed only a short time there before immigrating to the United States to join his oldest half brother William Thomas Campbell in Northport, Ohio in 1887 according to Frederick’s obituary and U. S. Census records.  
There are no 1890 Census records of the United States.  However, we can assume that Frederick moved to Texas with William’s family joining another half brother, Douglas Walter, in Lampasas, Texas.  All of the Campbell males worked in the printing trade on arrival in the United States.
On May 23, 1894 Frederick became a citizen of the United States in Lampasas County, Texas.  His obituary states that he lived and worked as a printer with his half brother Douglas Walter Campbell who founded the Lampasas Daily Leader newspaper in Lampasas as well as newspapers in several towns in Texas.  One of these newspapers was the Hillsboro Mirror in Hillsboro, Texas where Frederick would work for the rest of his life.
The Campbell families were members of the Episcopal Churches in Hillsboro and in Lampasas. 
This is the possible meeting place for Frederick and his future bride, Caroleen Haynie Caldwell.  Caroleen resided in Austin and Frederick in Hillsboro.  Even though the two towns are only 120 miles apart, at the turn of the 20th Century, that was a substantial distance to travel by horse and buggy or by train.  Caroleen may have been visiting her uncle, Thomas Hoxey Haynie, one of the founders of St. Mary’s Episcopal Church in Lampasas.
In the 1900 Census, taken in June, Frederick is living with his half sister Eliza in Hillsboro.  Frederick’s occupation is given as a mail carrier.  It isn’t known if he was not working for D. W. Campbell at the time or posssibly had two jobs.  He married Caroleen Haynie Caldwell December 4, 1900 in Hillsboro.  
There were three children born of this union; Margaret Julia in 1901, Jane Doyle in 1907 and Robert Hill in 1908.  However, in 1910 Caroleen left Frederick and Hillsboro between the times the census was being taken in Hillsboro and in Austin.  She and the three children are listed in both census records. Caroleen and Frederick divorced.  She would later marry Maurice Neidig April 30, 1918.  That was the same year her oldest daughter, Margaret Julia, married.
Frederick lived with his half sister, Eliza, until her death August 17, 1936 in Hillsboro, Texas.  He relocated to Austin and lived with his daughter Margaret and her husband David Wiebe until he entered a nursing home just prior to his death August 12, 1947.  Frederick is buried next to to his daughter and son-in-law in Austin Memorial Park cemetery.   

Frederick’s granddaughter, Ruth Wiebe Forman, remembers that he rolled his own cigarettes, chained smoked and loved Dr Pepper soft drinks.
On September 18, 1907 the Campbell household saw two additional members of the Campbell family arrive from Liverpool, England at Galveston, Texas on the ship the Irak.  William Frederick Campbell and Frances Evelyn Campbell came through the port of Galveston and resided in the Eliza Campbell household in Hillsboro.  William and Frances were children of Frederick’s half brother, John Philip Campbell.
William was born December 23, 1886 in Leamington Spa, Warwickshire, England according to his WWI draft information and December 14, 1887 on his naturalization paperwork.  He was not yet a citizen of the United States in 1917 when he signed the draft board paperwork.  In 1919 he became a citizen and that same year he married Dollie K. Bailey on May 17.  No additional records have been found on William or Dollie.

Frances Evelyn Campbell was born December 24, 1898 in Leamington Spa, Warwickshire, England and died in January 15, 1919 in Hillsboro in the influenza pandemic.  She was 20 years old at her time of death and unmarried. 
Eliza Julia Campbell

Eliza “Aunt Lizzie” immigrated to Canada after the death of her father and resided with close English friends as a companion according to her obituary in the Hillsboro Mirror. 

She then immigrated to the United States and Texas in 1896 joining her brother, Douglas Walter Campbell, in Hillsboro, Texas.  At various times she is listed as running a boarding house or has her own income according to census reports.  She never became a citizen of the United States. Eliza never married but provided a home for several members of her family until her death on August 17, 1936.  Eliza was an active member of St. Mary’s Episcopal Church in Hillsboro.                                      

Frederick’s half brothers, William Thomas Campbell and Douglas Walter Campbell also played an important part in Frederick’s life.  The following information comes from their obituaries, The New Encyclopedia of Texas and information supplied by The Campbell Foundation in Lampasas, Texas.

William Thomas Campbell

William Thomas Campbell was born March 7, 1859 in London, Middlesex, England.  According to family oral history he left England at the age of 13 sailing to India and China.  In 1875 at the age of 16 he landed in Galveston, Texas.  From there he moved to Sherman and Waxahachie before relocating to Ohio.  It isn’t known why he moved to Ohio.  During this time he learned the printing trade and was involved in that business, individually, as well as with his brother Douglas Walter and half brother Frederick.

On May 4, 1880 W.T. married Sarah J. Turnbull in Miegs, Ohio.  They are found in the 1880 census living with her parents in Middleport, Ohio and his occupation is listed as working in a newspaper office.  In 1888 he returned to Texas and established the Lampasas Daily Leader newspaper, which he later sold.  

W.T. was an entrepreneur who was involved in banking and real estate in Lampasas, and the wholesale grain and hay businesses in Houston, Lampasas, Temple, San Angelo and Ft Worth.  However, it is in the oil business that he found his greatest success.

In 1901 W.T. organized a partnership with ex-governor, James Hogg; James Swayne, R. E. Brooks and A. S. Fisher.  This entity became known as the Hogg-Swayne Syndicate.  W. T.  negotiated land and mineral rights for 15 acres surrounding the Spindle Top oil discovery near Beaumont, Texas.  The syndicate then resold the land and mineral rights in small parcels retaining shares in the oil produced.

In December of 1901 an agreement was reached along with J. S. Cullinan to purchase the Texas Fuel Company.  The Texas Fuel Company later became The Texas Company, which eventually became Texaco.  According to records, Cullinan is considered the founder of Texaco.  However, the partnership with Cullinan provided the basis for the considerable wealth of W. T.’s  descendants.  In 1901 he also organized the Citizens National Bank in Beaumont.
In 1906 W.T. came down with erysipelas, which is a streptococcus infection of the skin.  This may be the technical term for “saddle sores”.  This infection could have been caused by his considerable weight, over 300 pounds, and spending long hours riding a horse or time spent on very rough roads in the unsprung vehicles of that day.
This condition worsened after he accompanied the body of his business partner and friend James Hogg to Gov. Hogg’s funeral in Austin.  In a matter of weeks he succumbed to the infection and died April 5, 1906 at the home of his son-in-law William T. Abbey in Houston.  He is buried in Lampasas. 
Sarah Turnbull Campbell remarried George D. Scott in 1912 who was the superintendent of the Lampasas schools.  She died April 26, 1951 in Lampasas.

Douglas Walter Campbell

Douglas Walter Campbell was born October 27, 1865 in Rugby, Warwickshire, England.  He immigrated to the United States as a teenager.  D.W. arrived in the port of New York from Liverpool, England on April 17, 1882 on the ship the City of Rome.

He traveled to Texas and worked in Dallas and Waxahachie.  He moved to Ohio to join his brothers and there married Anna Reichert in 1888 in Union, Ohio.  Anna Reichert was born January 1867 in Ohio the daughter of Agnes and Christian Reichert.
In 1888 he returned to Texas to Lampasas with his brothers.  The following year he moved to Hillsboro and joined the Hillsboro Mirror newspaper that was owned by L. J. Thompson and Mr. Cheatham.  A few years later D.W. and Mr. Thompson bought out Mr. Cheatham and Thompson & Campbell appeared on the masthead of the newspaper for over 25 years. 
They also developed a business named the Texas Novelty Advertising Company which expanded their printing business beyond just the newspaper.  A number of the employees took stock in the new company with Thompson and Campbell owning the controlling interest.  Thompson was president and D.W. was vice president and general manager.  Agnes Campbell, the daughter of D.W., was the secretary and treasurer and an adopted daughter, Hettie Borden, was also a part of the company.  
The Texas Novelty Advertising Company  grew to become a fairly large enterprise with salesmen in many states.

D.W. was involved in public service as president of the Chamber of Commerce and the Rotary Club.  He was also steward of the Episcopal Church for many years.
Douglas Walter Campbell died at his desk on January 1, 1932 leaving his wife and four children, sons Walter Douglas and John Karl and daughters Hettie and Agnes.  Anna Reichert Campbell died June 26, 1951 in Hillsboro.
Agnes continued to operate the business after her father’s death.  What happened to the business is not known.  Agnes eventually joined her brother John Karl Campbell in Los Angeles, California where she died December 13, 1982.  No records have been found on Hettie Borden.  Walter Douglas Campbell became a physician and was killed in an airplane crash November 3, 1945 in Richland, South Carolina.  No other records have been found on John Karl Campbell.
